Special 

instructions are required for any Catholic party 

under 19 years of age. No date can be set for this 

marriage. A Civil Marriage License should be 

obtained two weeks in advance of marriage. To 

set a wedding date here at St. Gerald Catholic 

Church, you must be a registered parishioner.�
