Adoration
When Fr. Peter asked me to share an adoration article, | suddenly became nervous how | would be able to summarize this
experience...| started thinking how long | have been an adorer and was surprised how fast time has gone, since it has been
since 2003. Looking back at the last 20 years of my life, | can’t imagine trying to LIVE without adoration.
We call on Jesus in our times of need, ask God to listen on our terms, and HE is ALWAYS so glad we bring all our wants,
needs, desires and gratitude to HIM. Again, we call on HIM...when really Adoration is so much about God calling on us...
Adoration is like visiting your grandparents/parents house, or special friend, or relative that no matter what church you are
in, when Jesus is exposed — IT FEELS LIKE HOME...so much so, that you cry sometimes when you have to leave...that once
you get outside those doors, that sense of security, love, “HOME” feeling can quickly leave...it's then when we remember
the intimate friendship our Lord gives us while at “HOME” that carries us through the next week. The graces that come
from adoration are nothing less than a heavenly miracle.
The time spent in adoration is personal and has no specific rules of prayer- other than understanding it is truly HIM! Be-
cause adoration is so much about our Lord calling us, it would be normal that not every time is the same experience. Think
of being “HOME” when sometimes you never know what you will encounter...Our Lord is waiting for encounters with us.
Every time | go “HOME” it is a little different in that sometimes | am called to read...making sure | pause to get God’s
thoughts. Sometimes it is prayer books, pure silence, the rosary, or for me | am often drawn to litanies, psalms, or favorite
scriptures...my aunt one time told me that when reading scripture, it is normal if we don’t understand it all. What is more
important is to be ok not rushing through as it is more quality than quantity. Read slowly, and let a specific word or words
pop off the page to you. Other times while in adoration | may get the Holy Spirit urging me to open the song book and read
one of my favorite songs. (Ok, if nobody else is in church, | may end up singing!)
As my relationship with God has grown throughout the years, | find that my prayer life is best when | have a pen and paper
in hand. | feel like | can listen better, when | have a pen in my hand, it is almost like | am waiting to take notes on what HE
has to say to me. My heart is ONE with our Lord in this love and friendship...
One take away to emphasis is that once going to adoration, God will give you little reminders of the love experienced, HE
will give you “winks” through the week that will help you stay connected with HIM. This is because our Lord guides us,
loves us, and always is welcoming us “HOME”.
| encourage you to attend adoration at ICC which is offered on Fridays from 8:30-9:30am, along with confession the first
Fridays of the month. My heart is bursting with joy for you, and for our LORD, as | know he is yearning for you to come
