Since
literally the first minute he arrived, there has been some sort of restoration-related commotion in or around the
house. Our best-ever JACS JAM chicken plop was in our front yard. Over the last several months, you may have
seen piles of discarded carpet from the 70s & 80s in the yard, construction/repair materials, workmen of various
trades or, this past week, a large three-story lift used to remove and replace rotting wood of the attic so we can keep
our uninvited flying friends out in the fresh air where they belong. Besides ensuring the livability of the rectory, a
generous friend of our parish has felt moved to restore its beauty as well. Thanks to this commitment, the cost of
these improvements has not had to impact our parish budget. Truly humbling - a reflection of God’s Providence
and Love.

Greetings Parish Members,

Thank you for your prayers for our school as we have begun inperson school this fall. It certainly looks different than any
of my other 25 years in education. That being said, it is still a joyful place to work each day, and I feel blessed to be here.

Our Kitchen Director, Barb Diethelm, is looking to retire at the end of 2020. She has done an outstanding job leading
our hot lunch program. We will miss her dearly and are in need of a replacement to take over this very important job for our
community. Below you can find the basic functions of this position. We will be accepting resumes beginning in October - look
for more information here or on the parish or school websites.

Oversee all aspects of the Hot Lunch Program.

1. Work in conjunction with the assistant cooks, cooks to provide an adequate class “A” lunch and breakfast to students and
staff within State health codes and promoting wellness in students and staff.

. Good communication and organizational skills.

. Manages the ordering for the hot lunch program.

. Works with the Principal and Director of HR/Finance on the hot lunch budget.

. Get prior approval of the Principal on all hot lunch ordering.

. Prepares a wish list for items the kitchen can use.

. Prepare all food for the menu of the day in conjunction with the cooks and assistant cooks as needed.

. Makes sure the kitchen is sanitized and organized for maximum productivity.

9. Helps employees manage time to meet deadlines in serving and clean up.

10.Knowledge of all kitchen equipment and appliances.
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11.Helps employees clean up the kitchen and have it ready at all times for any event.

12.Helps staff manage birthday social - prepare, set up, and serve and clean up after each social if volunteers are not available.

13.Meets with the food service staff after each meal to prepare job responsibilities for the next day’s meal.

14.Maintain good working relationship with co-workers and volunteers.

15.Makes sure the serving of the food to student is done in a pleasant manner.

16.Helps out wherever needed and do any job that pertains to the kitchen when needed.

17.Arrange for substitutes as needed.

18.Coordinate volunteers with the volunteer coordinator.

19.Puts any news pertinent to the kitchen in the @SACS.

20.Prepare and be involved in preparation of food for workshops, special school. or CEC events and represent the CEC in a
professional manner.

21.Schedules workers for special events as requested by the Principal making sure a food service staff person is always present
when the kitchen is used.

22.Make sure employees are able to work with the computer to input student and staff ala carte items and regular meals.

23.Use the computer to answer emails, send state reports. and research items necessary to the function of the kitchen.

24 File state and federal hot lunch reports as required.

25.Prepare the kitchen and food service staff for state and federal inspections when necessary.

26.Inform Principal of repairs necessary to the kitchen or concerns of cleanliness to floors, vents, or other areas not under the
responsibility of the staff.

27.Direct supervision of food service staff. Do yearly employee supervision reports to the Principal. Work with Principal on
progressive discipline issues.

28.Set up training suggestions for the kitchen staff.
