An Invitation to RCIA and to the Adult Catechesis for Full Communion�

RCIA is the Christian initiation process of prayer, learning, and study for adults who are not yet baptized Christians and 

want to learn about Jesus Christ and Catholicism. RCIA begins with classes that give an overview of Christianity and the 

Catholic way of life. If participants feel God is calling�them to progress in the process, the Sacraments of Initiation   

(Baptism, Confirmation, and Eucharist) are received at the Easter Vigil in the Spring of 2022.�

For those who are already baptized in another Christian tradition, who now wish to be received into full communion with 

the Catholic Church, class is offered once in the Fall and once in the Spring and if candidates feel called to full communion, 

a profession of faith, and the Sacraments of Confirmation, and Eucharist take place at the end of the Christmas and Easter 

seasons.��
