I was talking on the phone with my friend the other 

day and he said, “Have you ever noticed how many 

birds there are in the song The Twelve Days of 

Christmas?” I said, “No I have not but now that you 

mention it, there are a lot of birds!” Which made me 

think. What is the meaning and purpose of the song? 

Why so many obscure references to things that don’t 

appear to relate to Christmas? Here is the answer to 

that question.  

 

The song, “The Twelve Days of Christmas” is an 

English Christmas carol. From 1558 until 1829.   

Roman Catholics in England were not permitted to 

practice their faith openly. Someone during that era 

wrote this carol as a catechism song for young 

Catholics. It has two levels of meaning: the surface 

meaning plus a hidden meaning known only to  

members of the Church.
