This week we welcome the Totus Tuus team to our Brainerd Lakes area parishes. If you are 
not familiar with Totus Tuus, it’s a week-long youth program put on by a team of college-age 
teachers made up of two men and two women. During the summer months the team commits 
to traveling to different parishes in our diocese offering a catechetical program for elemen-
tary through high school students. At my previous assignment (back when I had more time!) every year to-
ward the end of May I was enlisted to teach the Totus Tuus teams during their training week in Duluth. I 
always enjoyed time spent with the Totus Tuus teams. Their thirst for growing in the Catholic faith and 
their enthusiasm for handing it on is contagious and refreshing. If you haven’t signed your kids up you can 
find a link in the Events section at www.blccnorth.org. For those who are familiar with the Totus Tuus pro-
gram and perhaps have had your kids in the program in years past, I would like to offer a simple exhorta-
tion. After your kids finish the program, be mindful of continuing and reinforcing what they learned. Don’t 
be afraid to ask them what they gained from the experience and find creative ways to perpetuate and incor-
porate the good habits of faith into the daily routine. Totus Tuus is meant to be a supplemental program. 
It’s meant to help and assist parents and parishes raise kids in the faith. It’s not a once-and-done thing; it’s 
meant to be a catalyst and kick-starter. Let’s take advantage of it! “Totus Tuus” was the motto of Pope St. 
John Paul II. It’s a Latin phrase meaning “totally yours”. Under John Paul II’s patronage, let’s all pray for our 
kids who will be participating in Totus Tuus and commit them—totally—to Jesus through Mary.
