4) Ask to continue receiving the Catholic Globe, but
request an exemption from paying for the subscription due to
financial hardship.

e  Parishioners who do not choose one of these options by Octo-
ber 31st, 2019, will be dropped from the subscription list.
These measures should greatly decrease the balance billing to
parishes in the Spring of 2020 and reduce printing and distri-
bution costs.
