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The weekend of August 21-22 we will be joined by Fr. Jerome of the Comboni
Missionaries. Fr. Jerome will celebrate Mass with us and share the work of the
Comboni Missionaries as part of the annual Mission Co-op Appeal in the archdiocese.

The Comboni Missionaries of the Heart of Jesus

The Comboni Missionaries of the Heart of Jesus were founded by Saint Daniel

Comboni, the first Bishop of Central Africa, in 1867. Originally, they were a group of
priests and brothers from all over Europe doing mission work in Africa under the name
of “Institute for the African Missions.” They became a religious society in 1895. Up to
recent years they were popularly know as “Verona Fathers.” In 1979 the name was
changed to the present form to honor both the founder and the spirituality of the
society. Presently the Comboni Missionaries number close to 1,500. There are just as
many Comboni Missionary Sisters. They serve in over thirty countries of Africa, Europe,
the Americas and Asia.

The Comboni Missionaries care for the poor and most abandoned people in any area of
the world that the Holy See may want to entrust to them. Their evangelizing method is
directed to the liberation of the whole person through the preaching of the Gospel and
the institution of social and educational structures, in cooperation with existing
resources and in a spirit of service to the local Church. They are very active in the
formation of religious and lay leaders, in education, in the field of mass media and, when
needed, in relief work and refugee relocation, especially in Africa.

Funds collected during the Missionary Cooperative Plan go mostly into a “small
mission projects fund” that sponsors people-related projects in Africa and Latin
America. Currently many of these projects are directed to COVID relief, refugee
resettlement in the Sudan (Darfur included), Uganda and Congo, AIDS prevention
and AIDS orphans assistance, training of local missionaries both lay and religious,
women’s education at the secondary level, and establishing wells and other sources
of safe water for desert dwellers in Ethiopia, Eritrea and Kenya.

In North America the Comboni Missionaries have a small contingent of about 25
members in the Archdioceses of Chicago, Cincinnati, Los Angeles and Newark and in the
Diocese of Hamilton, Ontario, Canada. They work among minority groups, educate
young people for service in the foreign missions and conduct programs of global mission
awareness. The COMBONI MISSIONS magazine is an integral part of this effort. Their
main center in North America is located at 1318 Nagel Road, Cincinnati, OH 45255.

New Changes to the Good Samaritan Black Bag Fund.

In
the past, all collections were pooled together and allocated to
agencies as decided by the Committee. Starting in July, each
month's collection is designated for a specific agency (or up
to 4 agencies), which will be advertised in the Narthex on the
weekend of the collection. This means that you will know
exactly where your donation is going, and it will give us all
the opportunity to get to see and know these agencies up
close before or after Mass. Additionally, the parish itself will
be tithing $1000 each month to be given out to agencies by
the Committee, which will help cover some of the agencies
we were not able to fit in our 12-month schedule. Funds
collected next weekend will be distributed to the
Mustard Seed Community Farm and the Ames Catholic
Worker House (Ames Romero House). Both organizations
are located in Ames and help to support the surrounding
communities.

The Ames Romero House is a Catholic Worker community that offers long term housing and
community support to men transitioning from homelessness, incarceration, or other unstable living
situations. Our inspiration comes from the lives of Dorothy Day and Oscar Romero, both of whom gave
their lives to live in solidarity with the poor and oppose the injustice and dehumanization that was present
in their society. Though we live in a different time, we still face injustice and a need for love and personal
responsibility for the poor. We do not receive aid from any government nor are we subsidized by any
organization. We are a grassroots community of people striving to love people where they are, but also
enough to not let them stay there. It is truly beautiful when someone finds love and purpose. The longer our
guests stay, the more opportunities for leadership they can pursue, and maybe one day, they feel that call to open up their home
to others in need. Currently, we have nearly 40 people on our waiting list to be part of our family, and the need far surpasses
what we can currently provide. Our biggest need is for your prayer and fasting, but we obviously need financial support also.
Our family exists because of individuals and other family donations. One time support is always welcome, but if you feel called to
support us continually, we invite you to pray about a monthly commitment. Our typical monthly donation is $50 per month. You
are welcome for a tour or to join our community at one of our public meals on Saturday evenings at 6:00 pm in our backyard.
