Construction Update… The drywall is installed & is being 

painted this week. The exterior brick on the southside of the 
addition will be completed this week or the following week. The 
plastic shelter around it will be removed when the brick is 
completed (used to heat area for brick laying). A door opening has 
been cut into the east hall wall and the office area. The doors will 
not be installed until the project is close to completion to protect 
the wood doors. Mechanicals are roughed-in. A bracket will be 
installed soon on the west hall wall. This will be used to run fire 
sprinkler pipes and electrical from our mechanical room to the new 
addition. This will be covered & painted to blend in with the wall.
