TEACHING THE TEACHING

Last week, I presented some excerpts from the Baltimore
Catechism relating to the Church’s teaching on the Eucharist.
Several people have shared how much they appreciated
seeing the teachings presented in this way, with straight-
forward questions and answers. So this week, I thought it
might be helpful to provide a little bit more from this
resource and to answer the question, “What is the Baltimore
Catechism, anyway?”

A catechism is a manual of instruction in Christian doctrine.
We could say that it’s a book that teaches what the Church
teaches. The Baltimore Catechism is one such book that
came out of the Third Council of Bishops in Baltimore. This
was a national meeting of the bishops of the United States
held in 1884. The bishops appointed a commission to
prepare a catechism for general use in the United States.
Their desire was to create a uniform textbook of Christian
doctrine that could be used by all Catholics.

The Baltimore Catechism was the standard Catholic school
textbook in the United States for nearly 100 years, from 1885
until the late 1960s. While it fell out of favor for a few
decades, it has been making somewhat of a “comeback” in
recent years, as more Catholics seek out a clear and concise
presentation of the teachings of the Church.

One of the things I like about the Baltimore Catechism is the
way that it uses repetition to build up a base of knowledge
and then expand on it as a learner develops. The first volume
includes 33 lessons covering the basics of the Catholic faith
and is intended for first through fifth grade students. The
second volume dives deeper into the 33 lessons from the first
volume, includes additional lessons, and is intended for sixth
through ninth grade students and Confirmation classes. The
third volume builds on those lessons and includes additional
questions, definitions, and examples. It is intended for those
who desire further study.

Two weeks ago, I preached about the results of a study
conducted by the Pew Research Center. The study found that
among respondents who identify as Catholic, 1) only 31
percent believe that during Mass the bread and wine actually
become the Body and Blood of Jesus Christ, and 2) only 50
percent know what the Church teaches about the Eucharist.
In that homily, I proposed that one of the reasons these
numbers are so low might be a decades-long failure to teach
the faith clearly, boldly, repetitively, and well. I do not claim
to have the remedy for that failure. But I do think that there
is some wisdom in the approach of the Baltimore Catechism.

I'm interested in your take on the matter. What kind of
instruction did you receive? Was it adequate? Did you learn
from the Baltimore Catechism or something similar?
Something completely different? What would you change
about the way you or your children learned the faith? I think
we could have some great conversations about all of this.

In the meantime, here is some more from the Baltimore
Catechism. You will notice that this excerpt, which is from
the first volume, skips some questions (4, 5, 7, 8). Those
questions were judged too difficult for the younger learners
to understand and appear in the second volume.

First Lesson: On the End of Man
1. Who made the world? God made the world.

2. Who is God? God is the Creator of heaven and earth, and
of all things.

3. What is man? Man is a creature composed of body and
soul, and made to the image and likeness of God.

6. Why did God make you? God made me to know Him,
to love Him, and to serve Him in this world, and to be happy
with Him forever in the next.

9. What must we do to save our souls? To save our
souls, we must worship God by faith, hope, and charity; that
is, we must believe in Him, hope in Him, and love Him with
all our heart.

10. How shall we know the things which we are to
believe? We shall know the things which we are to believe
from the Catholic Church, through which God speaks to us.

11. Where shall we find the chief truths which the
Church teaches? We shall find the chief truths which the
Church teaches in the Apostles’ Creed.

12. Say the Apostles’ Creed. I believe in God, the Father
almighty, Creator of heaven and earth, and in Jesus Christ,
his only Son, our Lord, who was conceived by the Holy Spirit,
born of the Virgin Mary, suffered under Pontius Pilate, was
crucified, died and was buried; he descended into hell; on the
third day he rose again from the dead; he ascended into
heaven, and is seated at the right hand of God the Father
almighty; from there he will come to judge the living and the
dead. I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic Church,
the communion of saints, the forgiveness of sins, the
resurrection of the body, and life everlasting. Amen.

Second Lesson: On God and His Perfections
13. What is God? God is a spirit infinitely perfect.

14. Had God a beginning? God had no beginning; He
always was and He always will be.

15. Where is God? God is everywhere.

16. If God is everywhere, why do we not see Him? We
do not see God, because He is a pure spirit and cannot be
seen with bodily eyes.

17. Does God see us? God sees us and watches over us.
18. Does God know all things? God knows all things,
even our most secret thoughts, words, and actions.

19. Can God do all things? God can do all things, and
nothing is hard or impossible to Him.

20. Is God just, holy, and merciful? God is all just, all
holy, all merciful, as He is infinitely perfect.
