From Stillwater to Pine City
As you can read in our 2022 Calendar, the birth of the 
parish in Pine City dated back to 1872. It was then that 
Father Maurice Murphy celebrated the first Mass for the 
early Catholic settlers in the Section House.
Fr. Murphy was a pastor of St. Michael’s church in 
Stillwater, MN. Probably all of us know where Stillwater 
is. It is down Interstate 35 south, 70 miles from Pine City. 
When the traffic is light, it’s just about a one hour drive. 
Sometimes a bit longer, especially during rush hours. 
Today we are driving there in our nice, heated or air con-
ditioned cars, with a radio tuned to our favorite station.  
In 1872 there were neither cars nor highways. Fr. Murphy 
must have been riding on horseback. Maybe he had a 
buggy or some kind of carriage; I don’t know. They say 
one can ride a horse 25-35 miles without rest when it 
walks steady.  
So let me put it straight – the priest traveled about 3 
days, probably more, in not very comfortable conditions, 
to get to a small settlement that did not even have a 
church at that time! He had St. Michael’s church in 
Stillwater where he was assigned. I can imagine that he 
made a couple of stops on his way to Pine City, maybe to 
give the Last Rites to some Catholics in Forest Lake or 
Rush City, maybe to say a Mass in Lindstrom, or to 
conduct a funeral in Hugo?  
Now, I don’t know much about Fr. Murphy, except that he 
came to America from Ireland and that his sister Ellen 
Elizabeth was the mother of blessed Solanus Casey. I 
also know that he is not officially beatified or canonized. 
It really doesn’t matter whether he would have even 
passed the thoroughly conducted scrutiny required for 
beatification. For me, for our parish community now and 
for years and centuries to come, he should be a remem-
bered as the faithful pioneer-priest, whose dedication, 
perseverance and love for the Lord produced a hundred-
fold fruits. Today we are witnesses of these things.
