This is an urgent special appeal to help with feeding
our homeless brothers and sisters who are being
housed at the Karuna, INC. Econo Lodge Homeless
Shelter this winter. We are affiliate members of the
Food Committee for the shelter and have pledged to
try to help cover Wednesday night dinner meals for
the months of January, February and March of 2022.
We are covering the first two Wednesdays on January
5and 12, and have 11 slots left to fill for the season.
The dates are January 19, 26 - February 2, 9, 16, 23 -
March 2, 9, 16, 23, 30. Hot dinner meals need to be
prepared for 100 homeless adult guests and dropped
off at the Econo Lodge at 5PM. Due to COVID re-
strictions, you will not be serving inside or going into
the lodge. Staff will come out to meet you when you
arrive to bring everything into the lodge for meal set-
up. Prepared hot food and dessert needs to be in dis-
posable aluminum containers and trays. If you and
your group need a kitchen to cook at, arrangements
can be made to use the kitchen at Place of Grace on
that Wednesday. You can be creative with hot meals -
popular choices are sloppy joes, lasagna, stews, casse-
roles, mac and cheese, hot dogs, brats & sauerkraut.
You would also include bread/rolls, dessert and milk
