Sixteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time             July 18, 2021 
I’m sure it comes as no surprise to you that bulletin articles 
have to be submitted to our bulletin editor almost a week 
before their publication date. I’m actually writing this 
bulletin article for the July 18 bulletin, over a week early, 
on July 10, because in just 8 hours a team of 20 youth and 
adults (myself included!) will be getting on a bus and 
heading to Grand Rapids, Michigan for Workcamp. 
Somehow I don’t think I’ll be able to find the quiet space to 
write this article at camp.  
 

Today’s readings feel well-timed as we prepare to head off 
to camp. Our readings talk about gathering together the 
sheep, both the near and the far, and bringing them back to 
Jesus.  This trip will be our first major youth ministry 
program where distancing will not be required, where the 
more limited COVID presence in our world will allow us to 
be together, face to face, being drawn deeper in our 
relationship with one another and with the Lord.   
 

There is something beautiful about being near one 
another—about being close. Laughing, crying, working 
together. Workcamp is a place where you’re naturally 
close—you spend all your time surrounded by others, 
sleeping on buses and in classrooms, working on houses 
with your crew, cramming people around a small table at 
the Dairy Queen.  And in those tight quarters, you grow 
closer to one another.   
 

That’s how it is in our relationship with the Lord too. He 
desires nearness to us—and He does His part—but are we 
aware of his closeness? David reminds us in our psalm, 
“You [God] are at my side.” St. Paul tells us, “you who 
once were far off have become near.” God is near! Jesus is 
with us! But do we notice?  
 

The teens often experience the Lord in new and powerful 
ways on their workcamp trip, because they look for and see 
God in their days. Every day we share “God Sightings,” 
where we look for Christ in our world and in one another.  
 

God is always with us—walking with us, encouraging us, 
even entering into us in the Eucharist.  Do we live our lives 
in a way that recognizes and shares God with others? Do 
we see Him in the beauty around us, the lyrics of a 
powerful song, the love of the people in our lives, in the 
profound ways He makes himself available in the 
sacraments? I would challenge you this week to recognize 

God, look for God, and let that natural nearness bring you 
closer to the one who created you.  
 

May your week be filled with God Sightings!

This week we will dwell on the petitions 
of the Lord’s Prayer that seek the things 
we need that can only truly come from 
God. We pick up our look at the seven 
petitions with:  
 

“Give us this day our daily bread:” very 
much asking God to provide all we will 
need, for each day’s demands. We beg 
God for literal food, God’s grace to do 
the good, and spiritual nourishment to 
know God with perfect faith (CCC 
2828-2837, 2861).  
 

This also refers to the extraordinary way 
God feeds us in both a material and spiritual way, through 
the Eucharist. Some translate this to be “super-substantial 
bread,” or a bread that is both human food and divine 
sustenance, which very clearly refers to the hypostatic 
union (fully divine and fully human natures present in one 
person) of Christ Jesus.  
 

“Forgive us our trespasses as we forgive those who trespass 
against us:” we acknowledge our sinfulness, seeking his 
forgiveness and mercy, simultaneously binding ourselves to 
grant the same to others who hurt us, as a condition—this is 
not to say that God’s generosity or love is conditional, but 
assenting to be merciful and forgiving for our part. 
Forgiveness and mercy are divine in origin, and can only be 
given by God; therefore, we recognize in this prayer that we 
ourselves cannot receive these gifts, if we are not open to 
extending them to others (CCC 2838-2845, 2862).  
 

“Lead us not into temptation:” this petition in particular has 
gotten more attention over the past five years than maybe 
the rest of the prayer, as Pope Francis had proposed a 
different translation, or perhaps just a different 
understanding of the translation, in order that people would 
not get the idea that God ever actually does lead people into 
temptation. The Church has never endorsed such an 
understanding.  
 

As it is, we pray rather that God not leave us to face 
temptation alone. We seek the guidance of the Holy Spirit 
to know the difference between a trial that can result in a 
growth in holiness and a temptation that can result in sin 
and death. The difference can be so subtle as that between 
being tempted and consenting to temptation (CCC 
2846-2849, 2863).  
 

“But deliver us from evil:” the evil we refer to here is the 
person of Satan, who opposes God and deceives the whole 
world. Jesus has truly gained victory over him for all the 
human family, so we pray to be freed from Satan and his 
works. This petition also seeks peace and persevering hope, 
as we wait for the coming of Christ (CCC 2850-2854, 
2864).  
 

The word “Amen” in this and every prayer means literally 
“so be it,” so by it we ratify all of the things for which we 
have prayed (CCC 2855-2856, 2865). Our “Amen” is 
always an act of faith.   

The Church of St. Peter is grateful to announce the 
formation of the St. Peter’s Parish Pastoral Council. The 
council will serve as a support to Fr. Steven, through 
discernment around decisions for parish life and ministry at 
St. Peter’s. 
 

Fr. Steven commissioned the councilors, chosen by him, at 
the 10 a.m.
