From the Desk of Bob Swift

Getting Ready to Share the
Good News of Jesus Christ

! | August is just around the corner marking the
beginning of the last weeks of summer. For my family this
includes attending two weddings, hosting visiting family from
lowa, and fishing whenever possible. For the Faith
Formation and Youth Ministry departments, this is also a time
of preparation and transition. We are gearing up for
another year and working to ensure that the word gets out
about our many formation opportunities. We encourage
everyone to find out what is available at St. Michael
Catholic Church to help them grow in their love of God and
neighbor and to deepen their intellectual formation in the
Catholic Faith.

The Church teaches that one of the principal responsibilities
of parents is to be the primary educators of their children.
With this in mind, St. Michael follows a family model of
formation called LIFT (Learning In Faith Together). LIFT
programming follows the four pillars of the Catechism of the
Catholic Church, with a fifth year on Sacred Scripture.

This coming year we will be exploring the second pillar of
the Catechism: Worship and the Sacraments. Parents and
children in grades K-8 participate in a monthly LIFT session
together as a family. These sessions are followed up with
materials and guidance for continuing the faith conversation
in the home. LIFT begins with a Kickoff Event on Wednesday
September 25" beginning at 6:30 pm. Another great
opportunity for spiritual growth is the Monday morning and
evening Bible Study series offered over the fall and winter
months. These studies provided a great opportunity to meet
fellow believers and share faith through a deeper
knowledge of the Word of God. Our fall study series
begins September 16™.

Fall also marks the beginning of sacramental preparation
classes. For baptized children 2" grade and older, there
will be the opportunity to participate in 1t Communion and
15t Reconciliation classes at St. Michael over four Sunday
afternoons during the school year. For more information
please attend the 15" Communion information meeting for
parents on September 11" at 6:30 p.m. in the Gathering
Space. We are also excited once again to offer CGS
(Catechesis of the Good Shepherd) classes for level one (3 /2
to 6 years old) and level two (ages 6 to 9).
