Among the many beautiful aspects of being Catholic are 

the various seasons and feast days that mark our journey 

to the Heavenly Father’s House. These timely occasions 

of grace reflect to us the loving patience of God, offering 

us each year the graced opportunity to refocus and attune 

our hearts to the ultimate 

realities. In addition, they 

reveal the inner logic of the Incarnation 

� the Eternal Word became flesh, 

entering concretely into our world of 

time and space. God desires to meet us 

on our communal journey through the 

gift of His Presence! Is this not why the 

Season of Lent carries such a depth of 

significance for us, enkindling from our 

memories the special ways Jesus has 

touched our lives in the past?�

Typically, there are two feasts that stand 

out in Lent as bright lights, inviting us to 

celebrate and receive the marvelous 

love of God even as we fast, practice 

denying ourselves, and attempt to 

extend ourselves from selfishness to 

greater generosity (or three if you are 

Irish). These are the Solemnity of Saint 

Joseph (March 19) and the Solemnity of 

the Annunciation (March 25 � exactly 9 

months before Christmas). Both draw our attention in different ways to 

the wonderful providence of God by involving creatures in the work of 

redemption. Joseph and Mary’s unique faithfulness is meant to 

encourage us that we may come alive to our dignity and the 

significance of our daily “yes” to God. No one is saved alone!�
