What is very interes!ng is 
that Jesus’ ministry was to embrace us as brothers 
and sisters so that we might come to know that, how 
the Father loves him, he also loves us the same.  Je-
sus’ hope is that we might hear in our own souls the 
Father’s words, “You are my beloved son (daughter) 
with home I am well pleased. 
 

What God will always love in us is the !meless reality 
of soul that he has planted in each one of us at birth.  
In bap!sm we celebrated that incomprehensible 
blessing upon us, and nothing can ever take that 
away, and because of that, God can not, not love 
what is his very own being implanted in us.  So, be-
yond our sins we are always the loved children of our 
Father in heaven.  Our essence is oneness with God, 
our sins are only accidents that do not define us, but 
call us to growth in God’s awareness. 
 

As Pope Francis said, the Eucharist is for the sinner, 
not a reward for the perfect.  We receive the Eucha-
rist, the presence and grace of the Holy Spirit so that 
we might live in the fullness of God’s love.  When the 
Spirit is within us we are inspired to live a more 
whole-holy life.  We can’t make that happen or earn 
that kind of grace,  it is already given and lives with-in 
us.  Ours is to place our trust in God, and let his love 
transform us.  May God grant us the desire and grace 
for a fuller faith and trust in God’s love. 
 

So let us this week sit quietly each day and allow our 
inner soul to sound in our hearts the Word God has 
planted there.
