Humility is the foundation of the spiritual life. All
things come from God, and return to him according
to God’s will. Ours is to have the humility to desire
that God’s will be our own. When humility is real it
can also display confidence, something we may not
necessarily at first glance associate with humility.
However, St. Paul boldly says, “But by the grace of
God | am what | am, and his grace to me has not
been ineffective.” Paul, the persecutor of Christians,
by the grace of God, is made an apostle.

Paul, knowing his own humanity, allowed the Spirit to
fashion him anew in Christ’s Spirit. Paul knows this
was not his doing, but Gods. At the same time he
confidently acknowledges the work of the Spirit in his
life, and through him in the life of the Church. Even
today Paul’s writings reveal to us the effect of the
Holy Spirit.

Peter, in today’s gospel from Luke, also expresses a
deep humility. When astonished by the catch of fish,
Peter falls at Jesus’ knees and says, “Depart from me,
Lord, for | am a sinful man.” Awed by the power of
God, he sees his own powerfulness, and in admitting
it, humbles himself before Christ.

Christ, knowing his human heart and humility, calls
him and makes him an apostle of his mission. Peter
becomes an effective disciple because of the work of
the Spirit that he recognized when he humbled him-
self to become the Spirit’s vessel.

To becomes disciples of Christ, we too need to be
willing to leave our boats behind, leave all our agen-
das, and follow the Lord. In doing this we do not
need to fear humility, God takes us, weaknesses and
all, and makes us apostles. Thus, we should come to
glory in our weakness for it, the door through which
we surrender ourselves to become dependent on
God’s love alone. This celebrated humility moves us
from worrying about our salvation to living in the glo-
ry of God, trusting that he does love us, and will fill us
with his Spirit to raise us up in holiness.

May we all be open to the spirit of humility, that we
may rely on God’s love and not ourselves for salva-
tion. To do so removes the anxiety of trying to do the
impossible, and replaces it with peace that comes
from faith in letting God be all things for us. We ...

have a God who loves us in our weakness and
makes it his strength. Humility then is a blessing
that brings freedom, peace and love. Let us confi-
dently pray and seek humility in God through
Christ, in the power of the Holy Spirit. God is love
and has, is, and will always be in us.
