This is the Year of St. Joseph. I am eager for us all to grow in knowledge and devotion to this holy man! There 

will be a variety of opportunities for us to do so! �

First, I encourage us to partake in our next FAITH SERIES which will begin in January. Our topic will be St. 

Joseph. These talks will take place in St. Joseph’s Church but will also be available on our parishes YOUTUBE 

channel and WEBSITE (www.chisholmbuhlcatholic.org). �

Next, I encourage us to consider partaking in a CONSECRATION TO ST. JOSEPH. For those who would like to 

participate in a group setting I will be leading the 33�day CONSECRATION TO ST. JOSEPH using Fr. Donald 

Calloway’s book printed by Marian Press. As a group we will meet once a week from Sunday February 14 to 

Sunday March 14 (five times) in preparation for CONSECRATION Day on Friday March 19 � the Solemnity of 

St. Joseph. �

FINALLY, even before this Year of St. Joseph was proclaimed, a desire to 

construct and dedicate a Shrine to St. Joseph at St. Joseph’s Church was 

made known to me. Now seems like the time to make this happen! The 

location under consideration is the confessional opposite the Shrine of the 

True Cross near the family room. Ideally many bold, faithful, generous, 

and helping hands would come forward to get this under�way. Our goal 

will be to complete this Shrine for Dedication by December 8, 2021 (the 

conclusion of the Year of St. Joseph). Together I ask we entrust this 

project and proposal to St. Joseph the Worker, pray for us! �
