* The rich man in our Gospel of today has been so successful that he doesn’t have enough
space to store his harvest, so he has to tear down his barns in order to build bigger ones.
Unfortunately for him, that very night, he dies, and all of his wealth comes to naught.
Beautifully Jesus admonishes, “Thus will it be for all who store up treasure for themselves
. but not rich in what matters to God.”

Sisters and brothers, no matter how good, how beautiful our current state of affairs is here in
this world, it will definitely pass away and pass into non-existence. The power you have now,
the spotlight you are enjoying right now, your beauty and fine face will finally expire. They
are meant to last for a while. That beautiful, most attractive, young, full of life, creative and
joyful girl in the neighborhood — will eventually age, get sick, break down, and die. That
young man with the most glowing smile, smooth face, well-shaped, and endowed with six-
packs will eventually grow bald head, pot belly, slow down, get old, become sick and then die. Remember the fireworks
on every July 4.

But this message or knowledge is not meant to depress us or to grind us to a standstill; it is rather meant to redirect our
attention precisely to the things that are “above,” to the unum necessarium (one thing necessary), to the eternity of God.
