Dear parishioners,

As we celebrate the 24t Sunday of Ordinary Time, we once again visit the Parable of
the Prodigal Son. This parable is enriched with details. A smaller detail that can be
easily missed is the father catching sight of the younger son from a long

distance. This detail reveals that the father had been waiting for his son, and it had
been a long wait. The son totally did not expect the love and compassion that he
received from his father, and it was the father that runs to the son to embrace and kiss
him.

The father’s long and eager wait for his son is a striking detail that can be likened to a
parent who sits on the couch and waits for his or her teenager to come home late at
night. The parent is the one who can see and hear his or her child a mile away. This is the unconditional and
impenetrable love of a parent. God’s love for us is much like this. When we are lost and distanced from
God, God sees us from miles away and is always waiting for us. This love is bigger than us and beyond our
comprehension. This is what can give us hope, when we feel sinful and unworthy of God’s love, mercy, and
forgiveness. We can think of the father who awaits his son from the distance and then runs to his son to
embrace him, as soon as he catches sight of his son. God always waits for us, but God does not stay in one

place. God approaches and embraces us at the moment that God sees us.

ADMINISTRATOR’S UPDATE

Grounds and Maintenance Around the Church.

As I mentioned in an earlier bulletin, we will be working
' on updating our landscape beds along the front entrance

| by entrance #3. The project involves tree and shrub re-
moval and will be completed in the coming weeks. Our
plan is to have new landscape beds planted in the spring.

I want to also make all the parishioners aware of an unfortunate situation with
the ash trees on the west side of our parking lot and school. You may be aware
of the “Emerald Ash Borer” which has infected trees in our area and neighbor-
ing states. This is an invasive species from Asia that attacks all ash species that
grow in Minnesota. Our ash trees have been infested and reports from the city
of Brooklyn Center and other tree services state that any treatments have not
been successful.

Trees infested with the beetle have no natural defenses and will die within 3
years of the initial attack. As the trees become infested the strength of the tree
declines very rapidly. It becomes dry and brittle to the point whole limbs may
break off.

We have one tree that has died, and we will remove it this fall. The others
might have to come out as early as next year. Dead branches can be seen on
many of the other trees which is a sign of infestation. I will keep you informed
as we continue to monitor the situation. If you have any questions, please call
