How can we use all
God'’s blessings to make more profits? Remember, money is important to our life because it can help us a lot
of things, but a good relationship with other people is more essential, especially a good and healthy
relationship within a family. God invites us to live our life wisely to help each other, to help family, to help
the poor, to help the needy, and to build up the kingdom of God on earth. Amen.
