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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK \

Jesus does His first miracle at the wedding at Cana, which we read about in today’s

Gospel passage from John. Jesus changes water into wine at the request of His
mother, Mary, and also that the wedding couple would not be embarrassed by the
lack of planning for the dinner. Wine begins with water but ends up to be something
richer and better than water, when used in moderation. Our lives as disciples of Jesus

become richer and better than our human life when we allow the Holy Spirit to
convert our hearts from the ways of the world to the ways of God. This is done with the grace of the
sacraments and through faith. Our natural world has many wonderful aspects to it, but it is tainted by sin,
so we call it a fallen world. There is suffering and death present in our reality. The first reading from
Isaiah says that God’s people were forsaken and in desolation. But God redeems His people and then He
delights in them and espouses them. The Good News of God’s love for us is present in the Old Testament,
but is manifested fully in Jesus, who is the Son of God and the son of Mary.

Being a Catholic all my life and priest for 23 years, | have reverenced the Holy Name of Jesus. When | was
assigned to Holy Name on July 1, 2020, | found in the parish life here a devotion to the Holy Name of Jesus.
In past years, | must have celebrated the memorial of the Holy Name of Jesus on January 3rd, and would
have learned that the month of January is dedicated to the Holy Name of Jesus. However, | admit that
this devotion didn’t impact me previously as it has these past days since January 3rd. An Italian Franciscan
priest, St. Bernadine of Siena, who died in the year 1444, promoted the Holy Name of Jesus to evangelize
the surrounding area in Italy and as a means of prayer. Pope Leo Xlll promoted the Litany of the Holy
Name of Jesus. Here are a few of the invocations. Jesus, splendor of the Father. Jesus, brightness of
eternal light. Jesus, king of glory. Jesus, worthy of our love. Jesus, prince of peace. Jesus, model of
obedience. Jesus, gentle and humble of heart. Jesus, seeker of souls. There are many more invocations in
the Litany, and one can look them up in a prayer book or on the Internet. | hope that on January 3, 2023,
we can celebrate our namesake of the Holy Name of Jesus with a greater solemnity.

Notice in today’s Gospel reading how Jesus listens to His mother’s petition to help the wedding couple.
We should understand that God’s love for us truly comes through Jesus, but God has also given to Mary a
privileged way that she may request favors for us on our behalf. That is why the Catholic Church promotes
devotion to Mary. She is a mother always ready to receive us and respond to our requests by making
them known to Jesus. Our Mother of Perpetual Help is a great devotion and is a great blessing of our
parish to pray this devotion on Tuesday and Saturday mornings after the 8:30 a.m. Mass.
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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

St. Paul speaks of the various spiritual gifts but the same Spirit, who distributes them individually to
each person as He wishes. St. John Paul said, as the world approached the new millennium year of
2000, that the Holy Spirit would cause a new springtime in the Church. Twenty-two years later, we can
name various ways that the Catholic Church has been renewed by the Holy Spirit, as well as the other
Christian denominations. Yes, we suffer the pain of the sex abuse scandals and other scandals of the
fallenness, but we should convicted that Jesus is present in the holy Catholic Church and is bringing
about a renewal to holiness and the proclamation of the Good News. While we are still a month and a
half away from the start of Lent on March 2, 2022, the Omaha Archdiocese is inviting Catholics to
participate in a program they are calling Live Lent Together. Archbishop Lucas is encouraging each
parish to invite people who would like to lead a small faith-sharing group, either at the church, at
someone’s home, or virtually, so that hearts may be transformed through the Gospel. Please contact
me if you are interested in being a small group leader.

Again, thank you to all who helped make my birthday celebration this past December 30th a
joyful occasion for me. Thank you for all the wishes, prayers and gifts for Christmas and for my
birthday. | am very happy to be part of the Holy Name family. Please pray for me this week as | will be
in Colorado with some priest friends to go skiing and to take some vacation time. | will be back this
Friday, Jan 21st in the evening. There will be a few substitute priests helping out this week in the
parish.
