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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK \

Jesus gives His ‘mission statement’ in today’s Gospel reading from Luke. He quotes the

prophet Isaiah in saying, ‘The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because He has anointed
me to bring glad tidings to the poor. He has sent me to proclaim liberty to captives and
recovery of sight to the blind, to let the oppressed go free, and to proclaim a year
acceptable to the Lord.” Jesus fulfills this mission during His public ministry and

especially in His death and resurrection. This mission was not for His own power or
prestige, but for God’s glory and the benefit of all who would believe in Him. The Good News is that God is
with us in every aspect of our lives. We experience this truth when we put our faith in Jesus promise to be
with us always. As we invite Jesus into our lives each and every day, we experience the love, mercy, hope
and peace that no other person or earthly thing can give. Jesus is our Savior, but He also wants to be our
best friend. Jesus can set us free from sin and give us the grace to see the world around us as He does. We
are converted and are on the path of holiness. This ‘mission statement’ of Jesus becomes our mission
statement and we love one another as God loves us.

Another important aspect of today’s Gospel reading is that Jesus goes to the synagogue on the sabbath
according to His custom. Jesus was regularly in the midst of a faith community. Those first disciples who
witnessed the Resurrection on the day after the sabbath day began to meet for prayer, to hear the
Scriptures, and for fellowship on Sunday. This was an important change for those first Christians. While we
understand that Jesus practiced the Jewish religion, because He is the Messiah and fulfillment of the
prophecies and because many in the Jewish religion did not accept this, Jesus’ first disciples needed to
separate themselves from the Jews. St. Paul writes about this in his letters. The early Church knew of the
importance of gathering together on the Lord’s Day, which is Sunday, and we should be striving to fulfill
this also. Many parishioners of Holy Name do attend Sunday Mass, but we would like to invite those who
have not been with us recently to come back. We are safe and sanitized enough that anyone who might
have a concern about the virus should feel safe. Those who want to wear a mask are welcomed to do so.
While it is true that there is a high rate of the virus present in our city, a person should have confidence
that there would be no contact as they would attend Mass on Sunday or Saturday evening. Church is a
place of encounter of Jesus. Mass is a prayer of encounter with Jesus. May we see fuller Mass attendance
in this new year.

The Supreme Court decision on January 22, 1973, allowed a woman to choose to terminate a pregnancy
before a child was born. Since then, some 50 million children have lost their lives to abortion in the United
States. We commemorate that day with sadness and commit ourselves to being a culture of life, where
every human life, from natural conception until natural death, would have the right to life.
