FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK \

In today’s Gospel passage, Jesus has read from the prophet Isaiah, and declares that

He Himself is the fulfillment of the prophecy of who the Messiah would be. Some
people reacted favorably to Jesus and what He would teach about God’s love, mercy,
and call to repentance. But other people would question His authority and even try to
kill Him by throwing Him over a cliff. They thought they knew Him, since He grew up in

their village. But they only knew Him by what they saw physically, which was a regular
man who had parents, who worked as a carpenter and who practiced His Jewish faith by going to the syna-
gogue every Saturday. They could not comprehend that He was the Son of God and would offer salvation
to the world as the Messiah. Jesus would try to open their minds and hearts to the truth again and again.
Some would get it and convert. But many would remain with a closed attitude and eventually call for His
crucifixion a few years later on Good Friday. We must guard our faith that Jesus Christ is Lord so that it
does not get lessened or even taken away. And we must help others to keep their faith or to invite them
to return if they had strayed away. The first reading expresses a truth by which we can be firmly
grounded, namely, that before God formed us in the womb, He knew each and everyone of us, and gave
us a great task to tell people about God’s love and mercy present in Jesus.

Catholic Schools Week will be observed in the archdiocese January 30-February 5th. Special events
are scheduled throughout the week at elementary and secondary schools. There are seventy Catholic
elementary and secondary schools in northeast Nebraska. The events will play off this year’s theme,
“Faith. Excellence. Service.” “Catholic schools are vital in carrying out the Church’s mission to preach the
Gospel of Jesus Christ and to pass on the faith from one generation to the next,” said Archbishop George
Lucas. “The success of Catholic schools in the formation of disciples of Jesus remains a bright light in the
Archdiocese of Omaha.” Catholic schools in the archdiocese are planning their own unique celebrations,
which include Masses, open houses, contests and potluck gatherings to celebrate the communities they
represent. The signature event in the archdiocese is the eighth grade Mass celebrated by Archbishop Lucas
February 3rd at 10:00 a.m. at St. Cecilia Cathedral. This year’s Mass will be virtual. Almost 19,000 students
are currently educated in 70 Catholic schools in the archdiocese. Catholic schools serve students from
families of all racial, ethnic and economic backgrounds. A joint project of the National Catholic Education
Association (NCEA) and the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops (USCCB), Catholic Schools Week
became an annual event in 1974. Emphasis on the Gospel, a sense of community and public service has
been integral to Catholic Schools Week celebrations ever since. | am thankful for the work of the CUES
administration and their work with our staff, teachers, the students and their families of Holy Name
School.
