The South church is being sold to a company that specializes in renovating a build-

ing (e.g. a church) to become an assisted living residency facility. I say, “being sold” 

because the deal is not finalized yet. The end of the 60-day due diligence timeline was 

May 24, 2021, but the group asked for a one-month extension. Apparently, with the 

construction industry being over-extended, our buyers had a hard time securing archi-

tects and other various consultants.   

 

The realtor team from Edina Realty assure us that extensions are common in com-

mercial real estate. Moreover, given that they have signed a Purchase Agreement, 

given us earnest money of $10,000 and invested many hours of research and site 

visits… there is confidence that we will close the deal by mid-summer.    

 

Still, the closing has not happened yet, which could make one nervous. Neverthe-

less, as we have always proclaimed, “We must trust the Holy Spirit” to guide us and 

to direct our decisions.   

 

The extension is actually a good thing for it allows more time for us to remove the 

sacred items of South without haste. The biggest project is to remove the pews.  Start-

ing on Monday, June 14, the “pew crew” will begin the process. Many requests have 

been received to buy a section of a pew (or the entire pew). If you are interested in ob-

taining a pew, call the office before noon on June 14. There is no set cost, but we ask 

for a donation toward the new building. A five-foot section of pew (like the one that has 

been sitting in our entrance) has been valued at $100. Of course, we are happy to re-

ceive whatever is offered (and delighted when a generous donation is given).   

 

The rest of the pews will be dismantled. Under the guidance of parishioner Jim 

Barthel, the pew-crew will unscrew, unbolt, disassemble and remove the pews from 

South. Part of the pews will be turned into crosses that each household may receive 

as part of the new Capital Campaign (called IGNITE FAITH). This campaign will begin in 

late September and hopefully advances our building fund to begin construction soon.    

 

The rest of the pews (actually the majority) will be put into storage for future consid-

eration at the new building. For example to be used as pillars, or part of the flooring.   

 

Other projects include removing the granite altar and podium, and temporarily us-

ing them for our summer outdoors Masses until they find their final home on the new 

property grounds. The Stations of the Cross (also granite) will be placed on a walking 

trail on the new property, for outdoor prayer strolls. The lighting fixtures and the Fres-

cos will be put into storage until the new building is complete. The lights will be used 

in the social hall and the frescos will be hung in the gathering area of the social hall. 

Likewise the stained glass will be stored and hopefully our sister parish, St. Mary’s of 

Red Lake will obtain some (many?) of them for their new building.   

 

All in all these are exciting days. However, ANY change is difficult. Therefore, we 

continue to honor our past as we look forward to building our future. You can view
