After looking at the attendance at
our Masses here in Pettis County, it was
determined that we could eliminate
the 5:30pm Mass at Sacred Heart and
people would have the possibility of
attending either the 4:00pm Mass at St.
Patrick or the 7:30pm Mass at St. John in
Bahner. This will also allow more flexi-
bility of time for other celebrations such
as weddings or quinceaneras. We are
planning to start this new schedule be-
ginning on June 1 and go through the
summer to see how it works. We realize
this will prove to be inconvenient for
some of our parishioners but we trust
that people will be adaptable.
