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PASTOR’S CORNER
My Dear Flock,

Late in 2018, the Archdiocese hired Husch Blackwell to do a review of the files of priests who have
served in the Archdiocese in the last 75 years. The law firm reviewed the files of 1080 individual clergy.
Last Friday, in the weekly Leaven, the Archdiocese published an article listing the names of 22 priests
with substantiated allegations of sexual abuse of a minor. As the article indicates, “an allegation is
considered ‘substantiated’ when it is corroborated with witness statements, documents, emails, photos,
texts, or by another source, such as law enforcement.” There are also four names of priests or former
priests who have allegations that have not yet been substantiated. All of the priests named are
deceased, laicized, removed from ministry, or on administrative leave. Two of them never served in this
Archdiocese, but lived or visited here, and half were not priests of the Archdiocese. None of them are
currently serving in the priesthood.

I am grateful to the Archbishop for publishing this list in an effort to increase transparency. | am also
grateful for the efforts made in the last 17 years to increase the protection of all children involved in any
ministry within our Archdiocese. | am hopeful that the publishing of this list, though it may open old
wounds, will also help to bring some healing to victims.

It is sickening, though, to know that any abuse has been perpetrated by any clergy, whether it is in our
Archdiocese or anywhere else in the world. The thought that anyone would take advantage of the great
privilege of being a priest or deacon in order to abuse anyone, especially a child, is painful. There is no
excuse, and | am sorry on behalf of my fellow priests who have done these heinous things.

There is nothing | can do to take away the pain that the victims of these men continue to feel. | can fast
and pray for them, though, knowing that God can bring about healing from anything. So, over the next
few weeks, | pledge to pray 26 extra Divine Mercy Chaplets, one for the victims of each man on the list.
I invite you to join in praying and/or fasting for victims and our Church.

Three of the men named served for some time at St. Joseph, but it is not clear if any abuse occurred
while they were assigned here. If you are aware of any abuse, you are encouraged to report it. As we
have done for the last several months, we list in our bulletin instructions on how to report any
allegations of abuse of a minor made against any member of the clergy or church employee or
volunteer. The report line is confidential.

| pray that God, in His infinite love and power, will bring healing and reconciliation. Even as we walk
through difficult times, may our Church, her leaders, and her faithful be strengthened by the Lord. |
know God is already at work purifying His Church. Let us not lose hope that He will continue to do so.
