All employees of the Archdiocese (including clergy and consecrated laymen and laywomen) and all volunteers (including
Vacation Bible School volunteers), over the age of 18, who have substantial contact with children and/or youth, in the school or
church, are required to submit a background check and attend VIRTUS, the awareness session of the Archdiocese’s child abuse
program, Protecting God'’s Children for Adults, prior to working with children or youth.

All VIRTUS sessions are online, however, this will be changing soon. You will need to register an
account with our Archdiocese and complete the background check and paperwork.
Go to: https://www.virtusonline.org.

Click on “First-Time Registrant”

Click on “Begin the registration process.”

On the “Select” organization drop-down menu, select “Kansas City in Kansas (Archdiocese)”.

Create a User ID and Password, complete the profile information, and select a class to attend.

You must complete the background check and paperwork at this point.

Plan to have 20-30 minutes to register and complete the online paperwork. The system will not allow you to save what you
start working on and return at a later time to complete. DO NOT USE THE BACK BUTTON ON THE ADDRESS BAR, OR IT WILL
DELETE YOUR PROGRESS AND YOU WILL HAVE TO START OVER.

7. VIRTUS Registration MUST BE DONE ON A COMPUTER, not a tablet, iPad or phone. The system will not allow these devices
due to security reasons.

Habia una vez, en Israel, unos sefores llamados "fariseos"
precisamente porque eran una manga de fariseos, hipdcritas,
dobles, duros de corazén y mds vanidosos que pavo real, con
su cola en tecnicolor ampliamente desplegada. jEran “una”
pinturita", buenos tipos, virtuosos y observantes! No comian
carne los viernes, ayunaban celosamente el miércoles de
ceniza, el viernes santo, todos los viernes del aiio, sin suplantar
el ayuno por uno que otro Padrenuestro o alguna macana por
el estilo.
