LITURGICAL ROLES 

DEAR PARISHIONERS, 

As we enter into Holy Week, and especially as we ap-

proach the Sacred Triduum (Holy Thursday, Good Friday, 

and Easter Vigil), I want to encourage you to attend these 

special celebrations.  These days are not days of obliga-

tion, (as I have said before).  However, the intention of 

the Church was not to say that they were not important. 

Rather, the Church presumed that all Catholics would be 

present at these Liturgies.  In these days we will com-

memorate the most Holy events which are central to our 

faith.  Therefore, I ask you to make every effort to attend 

the Triduum services here or at another Church if its 

more convenient.  It’s worth sacrificing other events in 

order to be present for these days.  How often do we plan 

vacations, sporting events, continuing education or other 

events and change our schedules to make them possi-

ble?  These Holy Days are the most important celebra-

tions we have as Christians, so take some time to be with 

the Lord and with the community of faith during these 

days.  The celebration of the Triduum is really one liturgy 

broken up over the course of three days.  That doesn’t 

mean you can’t come to the other days if you miss one, 

but it does mean you will get the most out of it if you 

make the full journey.  Its like watching 2 of the Star 

Wars (original) movies or 2 of the 3 Lord of the Rings 

movies.  They are best when viewed together, but individ-

ually they are each important. 

 

Feel free to bring friends, or family, even if they aren’t 

Catholic, you don’t have to explain everything, just letting 

them experience these liturgies is a powerful witness.  

It’s a time to spend in extra prayer and be especially fo-

cused on what we are commemorating this week. 

 

Also, I just want to make a pitch for the Easter Vigil in a 

special way (its long, yes… very long), but it’s a great re-

minder of what our lives are about.  We will again be 

feasting afterwards with our Resurrection Party, so I hope 

those that do come will come enjoy the food and festivi-

ties afterwards.

GOOD FRIDAY FAST & ABSTINENCE GUIDELINES 

Everyone 14 years of age & over are bound to abstain from meat.  

Everyone 18 years of age & under 59 years of age are bound to fast, 

though all are highly encouraged to do so, health permitting.  This 

means only ONE full meatless meal is allowed.  Two other small meat-

less meals, sufficient to maintain strength, may be taken according to 

each one’s needs, but together they should not equal another full 

meal.  Eating between meals is not permitted, but liquids are allowed.
