Ham: Being forbidden in the code of the Old Testa-

ment, the coming of Christ  was seen as exceeding 

the old law, Lamb: Lamb of God, Pepper/

Horseradish: the bitter herbs of Passover, Salt: a 

sign of hospitality, Wine: the Blood of Christ, 

Bread: Christ is the Bread of Life & Vinegar sym-

bolizes the gall given to Christ at the crucifixion.  

We will have a blessing of food here at Christ the 

King on Saturday, April 20th at 1:00pm.  All are 

welcome to attend!!!

*****Palm Sunday commemorates the entrance 

of Jesus into Jerusalem (Matthew 21:1–9), when 

palm branches were placed in his path, before his ar-

rest on Holy Thursday and his crucifixion on Good 

Friday. It thus marks the beginning of Holy Week, the 

final week of Lent, and the Sunday before Easter 

Sunday.              

 

In the Roman Catholic Church, palm fronds  

are blessed with an aspergillum outside the church 

building in an event called the "blessing of palms". A 

solemn procession also takes place, and often in-

cludes the entire congregation.  This feast now coin-

cides with that of Passion Sunday, which is the focus of 

the Mass which follows the palms ceremony.  The 

blessed palms are considered to be sacramentals.  The 

vestments for the day are deep scarlet red, the color of 

blood, indicating the supreme redemptive sacrifice 

Christ was entering the city to fulfill: his Passion and 

Resurrection in Jerusalem.
