Generosity vs. Fairness 

 

 

 

Where did the summer go?  It went too fast.  So did September.  On to October, which is the month I give what I 

endearingly call the “Money Homily.”  For the record, I do not like to give the “Money Homily.”  Maybe I have this 

pie in the sky expectation that all who grace us with their presence in our worship space will make sure their spir-

itual home is well taken care of; that their spiritual home is well maintained; that the staff tending to their spiritual 

home is receiving a just and livable wage.  Besides, I would much rather preach on the Gospel in hope that some 

folks get something spiritual out of it.  After all, nobody wants to hear me beg for money. However, unfortunately I 

have to go by the old adage, “If you don’t ask, they won’t give.” 

 

2020 has been a challenging year.  We have had to think outside the box on how we were to conduct business, 

make some necessary expenditures at both parishes.  Covid-19 has forced us to pay for things that we would not 

have normally thought of before.  While the idea of livestreaming the Mass before 2020 was just a pipedream I had, 

Covid-19 forced the issued, so our parishioners can experience the Mass from their parish while keeping safe.  So, 

we had to spend on cameras and rewiring and other things to make livestreaming a reality.  With Covid-19 keeping  

everybody away from March to the end of May, and with limited capacity after that, with folks opting not to put 

themselves at risk, and the idea of not taking up the collection at offertory, we are feeling the financial crunch. 

 

I have long said that I would not ask anybody to do something I would not do myself.  I am asking everyone to  

increase their pledge at least nominally as a show of solidarity, if not significantly to get us out of operating with a 

deficit.  Over my six years as pastor, my annual pledge was $3000.00, $1500.00 to Saint Pius and $1500.00 to Saint 

Joseph.  After a lot of prayer and deliberation, this year, in the spirit of situation in these unique times, I will  

increase my pledge to $4000.00, $2000.00 going to Saint Pius, and $2000.00 to Saint Joseph.  I could tell the crass 

joke “I upped my pledge, up yours!”, but in the spirit of these hard times, I will not. I just ask you that after taking 

it to prayer, you would follow my lead on this.—TB
