      Jesus Has the Words of Everlasting Life 

I remember returning to the Church back in 1988.  My brother was not practicing the faith at 

the time.  I told him that I was coming back to the Church.  His question was most puzzling and disturbing.  He 

understood that I had faith.  But at that time, he had some problems with the teachings of the Church.  His question 

was, “I understand that you have faith Terry, and you want to expand on that, but why of all denominations would 

you ever want to go back to the Catholic Church?”  My response was also most puzzling.  I said, “That is all I 

know.  That is where I feel most comfortable.” 

 

I guess deep down, I knew I could never ever be a Protestant.  Most Protestant sects are mostly based on scripture, 

the preached, and singing.  Many Protestant churches only drag out the altar on communion days.  And to me, the 

main focus is on the personality who is preaching.  But the Catholic Church has both the Word and the Sacraments.  No 

matter how lousy the priest is, no matter how much of a jerk he can be, his 

ineptness cannot change the fact that the sacraments will happen, that 

something holy is happening.  Eucharist is happening.  Reconciliation is  

happening.  New members are initiated through Baptism and Confirmation.  

People’s vocations are sanctified through the sacraments of Holy Orders 

and Matrimony.  The sick person’s spirit is strengthened and healed 

through the Sacrament of Anointing. 

 

Too many people have left the Church, have had their faith shaken, many 

because the teachings of the Church are too difficult for them, or because 

of a priest, but our faith has never been about the priest.  Granted, we need 

good and holy priests but our faith is about Jesus Christ.  The Sacraments 

are his gift to us. 

 

Peter said in today’s Gospel, “Master, to whom shall we go? You have the 

words of eternal life.”  Many disciples left Jesus because the truth was  

hard to accept and it is no different today.  But we have learned that it is 

here that we have the best means to eternal life.  To where else could we  

go for that?  And because we have accepted that, we have grown to  

appreciate the beauty of our faith.—TB
