REPORT ON “THE CONVOCATION OF PARISH LEADERS”

From the July 2017 gathering of US bishops, reflecting on key points of
Pope Francis' 2013 document on evangelization, Evangelii

Gauduim, came a further exploration of the question, "What could mis-
sionary discipleship look like in our dioceses and parish?" So in collabo-
ration with the Diocese of Crookston and the Diocese of Fargo, an event
was held in Fargo this past weekend, Nov. 30 - Dec. 1. Father Gross,
along with a delegation of St. Mary's parishioners, attended. During the
convocation's first day, approximately 750 delegates participated in daily
mass and prayer and then listened to keynote speakers (Fr. Frank S.
Donio, Director of the Catholic Apostolate Center in Washington, D.C. and
Monsignor Thomas Richter, pastor of Queen of Peace Catholic Church in
Dickinson, ND) Attendees went to "break out" sessions, centered on
evangelization in our lives, and then chose to attend one session out of 5
various topics of concerns within our church communities. The second
day, participants began with mass and then came together as parish
groups first, followed by a session with their diocesan groups, to share
ideas to help them as they returned to their respective parishes to ad-
dress the question of "How can we help our parishioners, and

those outside of our parish, not only to grow in their faith, but share it with

others?"
