Chiara Badano (1971-1990) was raised in Sassello, Ita-

ly, near the Mediterranean port city of Genoa. Chiara 

was an avid tennis player and was active in her parish 

youth activities, especially with a lay group called 

Focolare. She contracted osteogenic sarcoma, a pain-

ful form of bone cancer, at age 17 and died two years 

later. Chiara was a powerful witness to uniting her suf-

fering to Christ. Those who visited her often found her 

reminding them of the joys of heaven that were in store 

for her. She was beatified in the year 2010.

St. Mary’s Church has a hearing loop system �

for the hearing impaired!�

�

� The hearing loop system allows church members to hear a 

speaker or the choir through the microphone system directly in their 

ear, while sitting anywhere in the church. There are two options for 

hearing on the loop system. �

** Using hearing aids or a cochlear implant that contains a telecoil 

component which is normally used for phone conversations. �

** Using a loop receiver that the church has available for people who 

don’t have hearing aids.�

�

HOW DO I USE MY HEARING AIDS FOR LOOP RECEPTION? 

Ask your hearing aid provider if your hearing aid has a telecoil 

component.  If so, have your provider program your hearing aid 

and assist you on how to operate your hearing aids for loop re-

ception.�

�� If you have in�the�ear hearing aids that do not have a tele-

coil, ask your provider if it is possible to have it installed in 

your hearing aids.�

�

�

** Also the hearing assistance headsets that were used at St. 

Mary’s prior to our “loop system” are still available.  When you 

would like to enhance your hearing ask an usher for a headset.  

(Now you have a choice of 2 hearing headsets, the new Loop 

system and the previous system.) After Mass return it to the ush-

ers and you can keep the ear buds to use next time.  Forgot your 

earbuds, ask the usher for a replacement.  Many have remarked 

how well they can hear and how clear the headsets are.  �
