Francis Xavier Seelos (1819�1867) was born and 

raised in a village in Bavaria (a province of present

�day Germany).  He joined a religious order called 

the Redemptorists and sailed to the United States, 

receiving ordination in Baltimore in 1844.  Fr. Seelos mostly 

served parishes in Pennsylvania and Maryland and became re-

nowned for his pastoral care and gentleness.  The Bishop in 

Philadelphia, St. John Neumann, was his spiritual director early 

in his priesthood.�

His final assignment as a Pastor was at Assumption Church in 

New Orleans and, while treating people infected with yellow fe-

ver, contracted the disease himself and passed away only a year 

after his arrival.  He is laid to rest in New Orleans at the parish 

he had served, where a shrine and museum are 

dedicated to his honor.  Francis was beatified in 

2000.  �
