Preparation and celebration of First Reconciliation 
and First Communion ordinarily takes place in second 
grade.  At St. Mary’s, Confirmation is a two-year process  
involving students in grades 7 and 8.  The Religious  
Education program and Parish School celebrate reception  
of each of these sacraments jointly.  Because sacraments are 
celebrated as a parish, all participants in Sacramental  
Preparation must be registered members of the parish.

According to Archdiocese regulations, a date for a wedding 
must be arranged at least six months prior to the wedding.

Here’s two tid-
bits of graduation history: In 1949 there were 2 graduates: 
Margaret Gouger and Gerald Fitzgerald.  [Margaret is still 
alive.]  This was a special pair as they were the first graduates. 
Every class is special but there was something unique about the 
graduating class of 1956.  Of its 19 graduates, there were 10 
who started in the fall of 1948 as first graders [there was no 
kindergarten at the time] and continued at St. Mary’s all the way 
through the 8th grade.  An article in a local paper on May 17, 
1957 pictured 8 of the 10 and also listed the 10 who had been 
there from first through eighth grade.  They were: Fred Kohler, 
Dean Jungers, Teresa Clay, Frances Thul, Frances Duffy, Mary 
Palcich, Jeanne Crofoot, Nancy Zolera, Matt Reres and Jerry 
Kouba.  Congratulations to the unique 2021 graduates - as 
they are the first graduating class of our new century. 
 

St. Mary’s School held May crowning on May 5th - a tradition 
that has been held for well over 60 years.  Historical tidbit: In 
1956 it was reported that on Sunday, May 20th “at 2:30 pm the 
children of St. Mary’s School and their parents assembled on the 
church lawn [remember this would have been outside St. Mark’s 
Hall] to crown the statue of Our Lady of the Runways as Queen 
of May.  The Glorious Mysteries of the Rosary and the Litany of 
Loretto were recited by Fr. Garvey in honor of the Mother of 
Jesus”. 
 

Sixty-four years ago on May 19, 1957 Fr. Garvey gave the 
invocation for the 67 graduating seniors at the 8 o’clock bac-
calaureate ceremony in the “Main High School Building”.

Dear Friends, 
 

On Pentecost Sunday, May 23rd, the Archbishop will be lift-
ing the dispensation of the obligation to attend Mass.  In 
other words, the obligation to go to Mass on Sundays, Holy 
Days of Obligation, and holidays will be back in effect.  I 
look forward to seeing all of you and welcome you back 
with great joy. 
 

With the advice of the Pastoral Council, we will continue the 
Mass schedule of a 5:00 p.m. Saturday evening Vigil Mass, 
and Sundays at 8:00 &10:00 a.m. and Noon.  Depending 
on the response and numbers of attendance, we may adjust 
the weekend schedule but we are sticking with the current 
schedule for now due to St. Mary's being down to just one 
priest. 
 

When school lets out for the summer, we will move the daily 
Mass from 8:10 a.m. to 8:00 a.m. (Tuesday - Friday) be-
ginning on Tuesday, May 25th.  Daily Masses will no long-
er be live streamed.  The Communion Service on Mondays 
will also move to 8:00 a.m.  We will continue to live stream 
the 10:00 a.m. Mass on Sundays.  We will not begin Com-
munion Under Both Species right away.  I think it is prudent 
to continue to refrain from using the chalice. 
 

We are counting on all of you to continue social distancing 
and, if possible, wearing masks when in Church.  While all 
of our adults have had the opportunity to be vaccinated, 
our children have not and we must continue to create safe 
spaces for them - especially in our church and at parish 
gatherings.  Sanitizing the pews will be optional for every-
one and bleach bottles will remain out for whoever would 
like to sanitize their space before or after Mass. 
 

I pray the Holy Spirit will bring us back together in faith 
and charity as we gather this Pentecost.
