Dear faithful of Sacred Heart, 

  A simple question for you: How often do you talk to Jesus? We are all fa-

miliar, I think, with formal prayer (Our Father’s, Hail Mary’s), but do we 

cultivate a continuous dialogue with the Lord in our daily lives? My friends, 

I am convinced this is one of the keys to a holy life. Oftentimes people fall 

in moments of temptation because they perceive they are isolated. We need 

to form a holy essential habit: whenever temptation comes into our sphere, 

whether internally or externally it is time to call on the Holy Name of Je-

sus!!!  

 It definitely isn’t the perfection of prayer though to only call on Our 

Blessed Lord in times of temptation but to speak to Him throughout our days, to share our joys, 

our difficulties, everything with the Lord! This acts also as a remedy to temptation due to the fact 

that our minds are occupied in loving the Lord. I encourage you to simply start repeating lovingly 

throughout your day the name of Jesus. Whenever something good happens say “thank you Lord” 

or “praise God”, whenever a difficulty arises turn to Him, even if it is just an interior act of turn-

ing to Him or simply saying “Lord” or “Help me Lord” or “Be with me Lord”. Our Lord is very at-

tentive to our needs and wants to supply us, especially with the virtues that we need to triumph 

in times of temptation. Please remember, once again, when temptation comes it is the time to call 

on the Lord. If we start to dialogue with temptation, we have already ceded ground. 

 One of the best examples where this is demonstrated is in the film the Passion of the 

Christ. When Our Lord is being tempted by satan in the Garden of Gethsemane you will notice 

He never acknowledges the devil, He simply ignores him and remains in continuous dialogue 

with His Father. He never even looks at the devil. Take Note! Follow Our Lord’s example, when 

satan assails you with the burning arrows of temptation gently turn your mind from them and 

turn it towards the Lord, don’t give him the time of day, ignore him and focus on Jesus. A holy 

Franciscan friar named Johannes de Caulibus compiled this list.  

If you would:  

• Patiently endure adversity … be a person of prayer  

• Overcome tribulation and temptations … be a person of prayer 

 • Trample upon your perverse inclinations … be a person of prayer  

• Know the deceits of Satan, and avoid them … be a person of prayer  

• Live joyfully in the work of God … be a person of prayer  

• Peacefully endure the way of labor and affliction … be a person of prayer  

• Exercise yourself in a spiritual course … be a person of prayer  

• Not walk according to the desires of the flesh … be a person of prayer  

• Put to flight your vain or troubling thoughts … be a person of prayer 

 • Nourish your soul with holy thoughts … be a person of prayer  

• Cultivate in your heart good desires, fervor, and devotion … be a person of prayer 

 • Strengthen and establish your heart and constant purpose in the service of God … be a 

person of prayer 

 • Uproot vice and sin and plant virtue in your soul … be a person of prayer.
