FAITH FORMATION
The Holy Spirit—Part One

Hello Parents!

This month students explore the depths of the
mysterious third person of the trinity, God the Holy Spirit.
Who is he? In the Scriptures God is revealed as the Fa-
ther who creates us (Genesis 1), his Son who redeems
us (Matthew 1), and the Holy Spirit who inspires us (Acts
1). The whole history we find in the Bible is the story of
God’s ongoing concern for the human family, and for
each of us individually as his children.

The Holy Spirit is the Third Person of the Trinity.
He is the one whom Jesus promised the Father would
send to guide and encourage us. When you think of it,
the Holy Spirit is incredibly practical. How often in your
life do you need guidance and encouragement? Whether
you are aware of it or not, you need these things every
day, and the Holy Spirit is within you to provide them.
But it would be a mistake to think that the Holy Spirit
just came into being after Jesus died and rose from the
dead. The Spirit has always been with the Father and the
Son. Open your Bibles to the very beginning and you will
discover the Holy Spirit in the second verse. Genesis 1:2
reads, “In the beginning when God created the heavens
and the earth, the earth was a formless void and dark-
ness covered the face of the deep, while the Spirit of
God was moving over the face of the waters.”

Every important moment, from the beginning of
creation, the start of Jesus the savior's work in the world,
to the foundation of the Church created to unite all man-
kind together and with their God, the Holy Spirit has
been there and a part of. In fact, Jesus left the Holy Spir-
it here on Earth.....FOR US! He is there to guide us, to
console us, to be with us throughout our lives. The pow-
erful creative and inspiring member of the Trinity wants
to be part of your life. He loves you. Will you let him? Will
you and your family and your student journeying towards
the sacrament of confirmation really let him into your
lives and enjoy his friendship and help during your time
here on Earth?

Start today. Together with your family. Let your confirma-
tion student lead this prayer:

“This is a prayer we need to pray every day, every day:
Holy Spirit may my heart be open to the Word of God,
may my heart be open to good, may my heart be open to
the beauty of God, every day."

CATECHISM HIGHLIGHTS

Topic: Eucharist — CCC 1340

On that day all the divine floodgates through which

graces flow are opened. Let no soul fear to draw near
to Me, even though its sins be as scarlet. My mercy is
so great that no mind, be it of man or of angel, will
be able to fathom it throughout all eterni-
ty. Everything that exists has come forth from the
very depths of My most tender mercy. Every soul in
its relation to Me will contemplate My love and
mercy throughout eternity. The Feast of Mercy
emerged from My very depths of tenderness. It is My
desire that it be solemnly celebrated on the first Sun-
day after Easter. Mankind will not have peace until it
turns to the Fount of My Mercy (Diary, 699).

By celebrating the Last Supper with his apostles in the
course of Passover meal, Jesus gave the Jewish Passo-
ver its definitive meaning. Jesus’ passing over to his
father by his death and Resurrection, the new, Passo-
ver, is anticipated in the Supper and celebrated in the
Eucharist, which fulfills the Jewish Passover and
anticipates the final Passover of the Church in the
glory of the kingdom.
