LETTER FROM THE PASTOR

How do you feel about your faith? What does your relationship with God feel like? Do
you ever think because you do not feel God your faith must be weak? At times in life
many of us can ask such questions and start to think of faith in relationship to

feeling. The reality is that we can have faith and even a deep faith without there being
feelings in relationship to faith. Faith is so much more than a feeling.

If we look at faith, it is first and foremost a gift given to us by God, and it is also our
response to God. It is only by God’s grace that we can come to know him, but we also
have to do our part to submit our intellect and will to God. The great act of faith is
letting God rule our life. That is also our response to his revealing himself to us, we believe so much so, that
knowing God is the one and only supreme being, we unite ourselves to him.

Look at the letter to the Hebrews as it demonstrates the faith of Abraham. Think about his story. One day he
hears the call to leave his homeland and go to a far-off land that God is going to give to him, and he is going to
be the father of a great nation. Abraham heard what God was saying to him and he went forth. He did not
delay. God keeps saying that he will be the father of a great nation, and he and his wife cannot have a child.
All through his life God keeps telling him the same thing and Abraham keeps going forward in faith. I would
think there would be times where it is difficult wondering, is God going to do this? Maybe people even made
fun of him as he advanced in years believing God’s promise and they saw that he had no child.

Then fast forward to the day that God sends the son that had been long awaited and God sees how much
Abraham loves Isaac and says to Abraham go sacrifice your son to me. There is no other way to imagine this
than how crestfallen he would be when God asked for this. But, he went to do it because God asked him to do
it. However, God sees the depths of Abrahams faith and does not let Abraham go forward with the sacrifice.

In all of this, there is no reference to Abraham feeling God’s presence or his own faith. The reality is that God
is ever present even if we do not feel that presence. Our love of God is manifested in the things that we do for

his honor on glory, namely for love of God, and we avoid sin so as not to harm the one we love. Faith is what
we do because we believe.

In the end, we should not judge how our faith is or how it feels. Rather, the question should be how am I
practicing my faith? This is how faith grows stronger and stronger by living it. This is what we see with
Abraham, he lived by faith in the true God, and his life and life choices were all based on this relationship with
God. He is now known in the Catechism as, the father of all who believe. This is simply because he lived

faith.

This is what we are called to as Christians to live by our faith in Jesus Christ the Son of God who has revealed
the Father to us and sent the Holy Spirit for our sanctification. It is in living this way that we are truly faithful

to Jesus Christ and his Church. This life of fidelity then reveals to the world that we are Christian without our
needing to tell anyone, because they already know because of how we live.

Mire la carta a los Hebreos como demuestra la fe de Abraham. Piensa en su historia. Un dia escucha el
llamado de dejar su patria e ir a una tierra lejana que Dios le va a dar, y va a ser padre de una gran nacion.
Abraham escucho lo que Dios le estaba diciendo y sali6. No se demord. Dios sigue diciendo que sera padre de
una gran nacion, y €l y su esposa no pueden tener un hijo. A lo largo de su vida, Dios le sigue diciendo lo
mismo y Abraham sigue adelante en la fe. Creo que habra momentos en los que es dificil preguntarse: ;Dios
va a hacer esto? Tal vez la gente incluso se burld de ¢l cuando avanzé en anos creyendo en la promesa de Dios
y vieron que no tenia hijos.

Luego avanza rapidamente hasta el dia en que Dios envia al hijo que tanto habia esperado y Dios ve cuanto
ama Abraham a Isaac y le dice a Abraham que sacrifique a su hijo. No hay otra forma de imaginar que
desalientado estaria cuando Dios se lo pidiera. Pero, fue a hacerlo porque Dios le pidi6 que lo hiciera. Sin
embargo, Dios ve la profundidad de la fe de Abraham y no permite que Abraham siga adelante con el sacrifi-
cio.

En todo esto, no hay ninguna referencia a que Abraham sintiera la presencia de Dios o su propia fe. La
realidad es que Dios est4 siempre presente aunque no sintamos esa presencia. Nuestro amor a Dios se
manifiesta en las cosas que hacemos para su honra en la gloria, es decir, por amor a Dios, evitamos el pecado
para no dafiar a quien amamos. La fe es lo que hacemos porque creemos.

Al final, no debemos juzgar como es nuestra fe o como se siente. Més bien, la pregunta deberia ser ;cémo
estoy practicando mi fe? Asi es como la fe se hace mas y mas fuerte al vivirla. Esto es lo que vemos con
Abraham, vivi6 por fe en el Dios verdadero, y su vida y sus opciones de vida se basaron todas en esta relacion
con Dios. Ahora se le conoce en el Catecismo como el padre de todos los que creen. Esto es simplemente
porque vivio la fe.

Esto es a lo que estamos llamados como cristianos a vivir por nuestra fe en Jesucristo, el Hijo de Dios, que nos
ha revelado el Padre y ha enviado el Espiritu Santo para nuestra santificacion. Viviendo asi, somos

verdaderamente fieles a Jesucristo y a su Iglesia. Esta vida de fidelidad revela entonces al mundo que somos
cristianos sin necesidad de decirselo a nadie, porque ellos ya saben por como vivimos.

TRUST IN TRIBULATION

In the inevitable "tribulations of
life" the Christian must entrust
himself to the Lord in prayer, with
the certainty of receiving the
"authentic  peace" that instills
courage and hope.

There are three words that can
help us on our journey of faith and hope: "tribulation",
"trust" and "peace".

Let us remember what happened to Paul, according
to the story of the Acts of the Apostles (14, 19-28):
after being beaten, he was dragged out of the city to be
stoned. And "those who persecuted him believed that he
was dead." So, Paul "suffered" but then "when he
recovered," he advised them to remain "steadfast in the
faith because we must enter the kingdom of God by
passing through many tribulations.” Tribulations
await us in life: it is part of life to go through dark
times, difficult times.

But Paul's advice "to enter the kingdom of God by
passing through many tribulations is not a sadomaso-
chistic attitude: it is precisely the Christian struggle."
The reason is that, as Jesus says, "the prince of this
world arrives, is close and seeks to separate us precisely
from the kingdom of God, from the Word of Jesus,
from faith, from hope". That is why “we have asked the
Lord to strengthen faith and hope”.

Therefore "the tribulations" are. But Jesus encour-
ages us to be brave: "I have overcome the world." And
"He is precisely above tribulations; He helps us to move
forward." In this regard, the words that Jesus chooses to
explain "the parable of the Sower" are significant: when
"he speaks of the seed that falls on stony ground, he
says: it is like a person who receives the Word with joy
and at the moment of tribulation he doesn't feel capable,
he gets depressed and discouraged».

Here then is the meaning of "bearing tribula-
tions." And "endure" is a word that Paul uses a lot: it is
more than having patience, it is bearing on one's shoul-
ders, bearing the weight of tribulations». Also
“Christian life has moments like this”. But «Jesus tells
us: “Have courage at that moment. I have won, you too
will win." Thus, “this first word enlightens us” to face
“the most difficult moments of life, the moments that
also make us suffer. Pope Francis May 15 2015.

" CONFIANZA EN LA TRIBULACION

En las inevitables «tribulaciones de
la vida» el cristiano debe confiarse al
Sefor en la oracion, con la certeza de
recibir la «auténtica paz» que infunde
* valor y esperanza

Hay tres palabras que pueden
ayudarnos en nuestro camino de fe y
esperanza: “tribulacion”, “confianza” y “paz”.

Recordemos lo que le sucedié a Pablo, segun el relato de
los Hechos de los Apdstoles (14, 19-28): tras ser apaleado, fue
arrastrado fuera de la ciudad para ser apedreado. Y «los que lo
perseguian creyeron que estaba muerto». Asi que, Pablo
«sufrio» pero luego, «cuando se repuso», les aconsejé
“permanecer firmes en la fe porque debemos entrar en el
reino de Dios pasando por muchas tribulaciones”. En la vida
nos esperan las tribulaciones: es parte de la vida pasar por
momentos oscuros, momentos dificiles.

Pero el consejo de Pablo «de entrar en el reino de Dios
pasando por muchas tribulaciones no es una actitud sadomaso-
quista: es precisamente la lucha cristiana». La razon, es que,
como dice Jesus, «el principe de este mundo llega, esta cerca 'y
busca separarnos precisamente del reino de Dios, de la Palabra
de Jesus, de la fe, de la esperanza». Por eso «hemos pedido al
Sefior que fortalezca la fe y la esperanza».

Por lo tanto «las tribulaciones» estan. Pero Jesus nos alienta
a ser valientes: «Yo he vencido al mundo». Y «El estd precisa-
mente por encima de las tribulaciones, El nos ayuda a seguir
adelante». Significativas, al respecto, las palabras que Jesus
elige para explicar «la pardbola del sembrador»: cuando «habla
de la semilla que cae en terreno pedregoso dice: es como una
persona que recibe la Palabra con alegria y luego en el
momento de la tribulacién no se siente capaz, se desalienta y
desaniman».

Aqui estda entonces el sentido de «soportar las
tribulaciones». Y «soportar», es una palabra que Pablo usa
mucho: es mas que tener paciencia, es llevar sobre los
hombros, llevar el peso de las tribulaciones». También «la vida
del cristiano tiene momentos asi». Pero «Jesus nos dice:
“Tened valor en ese momento. Yo he vencido, también
vosotros venceréis”». Asi, «esta primera palabra nos ilumina»
para afrontar «los momentos mas dificiles de la vida, los
momentos que nos hacen también sufrir. Papa Francisco May
15 2015.
