Fr. Weldon’ s corner 

 

   His light shines in our hearts and opens the eyes of faith 
 

“God is seen by those who have the capacity to see him, provided that they keep the eyes of 
their mind open. All have eyes, but some have eyes that are shrouded in darkness, unable to 
see the light of the sun. Because the blind cannot see it, it does not follow that the sun does 
not shine. The blind must trace the cause back to themselves and their eyes. In the same 
way, you have eyes in your mind that are shrouded in darkness because of your sins and evil 
deeds.”  A clean soul is “like a mirror reflecting light. If there is rust on the mirror his face can-
not be seen in it. In the same way, no one who has sin within him can see God.”  Jn 9, Jesus 
cures the man born blind, but no one wants to accept it; his family or the pharisees.  Jesus 
tells them that if they were blind, they would have no guilt, but since they claim to see, they 
are blind.  Those with pride who claim to see are unaware of their blindness.   

Lent is a time to examine life with honesty and humility.  To be healed, we must go the 
Doctor who will open the eyes of our mind and heart.  God the Father heals and gives life 
through his Word and wisdom. The Word became flesh and brought healing of body and 
soul.  The Holy Spirit makes the Son known, who shows us the Father. In every genuflection 
and prayer of the Stations of the Cross our eyes are opened to Christ’s sufferings and our 
sins.  He brings us to his love through his suffering, and in that, we find healing. So, in all we 
do let us show that we are the servants of God by patient endurance and fasting, arming 
ourselves with integrity and relying on his power.
