                        DOCTRINAL SECTION�

Charity in truth, to which Jesus Christ bore witness by 

his earthly life and especially by his death and resurrec-

tion, is the principal driving force behind the authentic 

development of every person and of all humanity. Love 

��caritas�� is an extraordinary force which leads peo-

ple to opt for courageous and generous engagement in 

the field of justice and peace. It is a force that has its 

origin in God, Eternal Love and Absolute Truth. Each 

person finds his good by adherence to God's plan for 

him, in order to realize it fully: in this plan, he finds his 

truth, and through adherence to this truth he becomes 

free. To defend the truth, to articulate it with humility and 

conviction, and to bear witness to it in life are therefore 

exacting and indispensable forms of charity. Charity, in 

fact, “rejoices in the truth”. All people feel the interior 

impulse to love authentically: love and truth never aban-

don them completely, because these are the vocation 

planted by God in the heart and mind of every human 

person. The search for love and truth is purified and lib-

erated by Jesus Christ from the impoverishment that our 

humanity brings to it, and he reveals to us in all its full-

ness the initiative of love and the plan for true life that 

God has prepared for us. In Christ,�charity in 

truth�becomes the Face of his Person, a vocation for us 

to love our brothers and sisters in the truth of his plan. 

Indeed, he himself is the Truth. Charity is love received 

and given. It is “grace”. Its source is the wellspring of the 

Father's love for the Son, in the Holy Spirit.          �

St. Vincent de Paul      

 It is a remarkable fact that in all the appearances of Our Lord 

after His resurrection, His disciples and friends had a certain diffi-

culty in recognizing Him. Yet that difficulty did not conflict with the 

assurance which eventually dawned upon all of them, that Jesus 

Christ had indeed risen from the dead. That should be a source of 

encouragement to us. We also do not see Him with our physical 

eyes, and with the first disciples we share the difficulty of seeing 

Him clearly in the ordinary events of our lives. St. Pius X once 

wrote: “In all circumstances of your life say: ‘It is the Lord.’” This is 

very Vincentian, as St. Vincent was deeply devoted to the Provi-

dence of God, and he recommended that we accept all things by 

saying: “when something unexpected happens to us in body or 

mind, good or bad, we are to accept it without fuss as from God’s 

hand.” If we could live that ideal of St. Vincent, we would have 

great peace in our lives. “In all circumstances, say: ‘It is the Lord.
