Lenten Eucharistic Adoration 2019

At every Mass when we receive the Eucharist, we hear the
words, “the body of Christ”. Jesus Christ is present in the
Eucharist. He offers himself to us at the last supper and in
the discourse on the bread of life, Jesus makes claim, “I am
the living bread come down from heaven” John 6:51. When
Jesus offers you himself in this way, what would an ade-
quate response look like? It feels right to contemplate
him and to consume him. During the Lenten season we offer
the opportunity to contemplate Jesus, that is, to gaze at him
with eyes of faith and to listen to his word with the ears of
our hearts. This is what Eucharist Adoration offers. Time
spent with the Eucharistic Lord is time that transforms my
day, and an hour that penetrates my heart, the hour that sets
me apart. Eucharistic adoration is a sacred time, a space and
an effort that guarantees transformation.

In a few weeks we shall begin 24 hours Eucharistic adora-
tion. Pope John Paul II was keen in inviting us to Eucharistic
Adoration. A person who prays before the Lord will experi-
ence companionship with Christ and also they will have heal-
ing in their soul. Bishop Fulton Sheen would compare Eu-
charistic adoration with basking in the sun. “You don’t have
to do anything, just come and be there and like the sun gives
someone a tan on their skin because they spent time outside,
likewise the Eucharist transform the soul because we simple
spend time with the Lord.” Come and allow Christ to mold
you and transform you. Pope John Paul II said, “In many
places, adoration of the Blessed Sacrament is also an im-
portant daily practice and becomes an inexhaustible source
of holiness...It is pleasant to spend time with him, to lie close
to his breast like the Beloved Disciple (cf. Jn 13:25) and to
feel the infinite love present in his heart. If in our time Chris-
tians must be distinguished above all by the “art of prayer”,
how can we not feel a renewed need to spend time in spiritu-
al converse, in silent adoration, in heartfelt love before Christ
present in the Most Holy Sacrament?” (Eccelesia de Eucha-
ristia). Please begin to plan accordingly and come grow in
holiness through prayer before the Blessed Sacrament. Here
Jesus’ words “will you not watch with me for one Hour?”

Please sign up for an hour (more hours if you can) to spend
in prayer before the Eucharist this Lent. If you have never
done this before, give it a try.
