Bankruptcy Settlement -
Parish Contribution and Benefit

Since December 7th 2015 our Diocese filed for Bankruptcy
protection in response to lawsuits against the Church due
to clergy sex abuse. On May 15t 2019 the Diocese an-
nounced a settlement agreement has been reached pend-
ing approval of the bankruptcy court. As we all know, the
settlement amount is 40 million dollars.

After extensive negotiations and law suits against some
insurers, the Diocese is able to collect 31 million dollars
from insurers. The Diocese has agreed to pay $8.5 million.
The Diocese will pay $500,000 from its limited cash re-
serves to assist with funding of the plan and will sell the
Bishop’s house to raise additional funds. This represents
the last of the Diocese’s assets other than a very modest
operating reserve

The separate diocesan endowment funds have agreed to
provide a loan for $4.1 million to the Diocese and to make
a contribution of 15% their unrestricted cash reserves. The
Diocese’s bankruptcy attorneys have agreed to look to fu-
ture payments for one-half of their fees and expenses. The
Diocese believes that this combination will enable it to
make the payments required in its agreement. All funds,
including the insurers’ potion, will be paid to a trustee
when the plan is confirmed and effective. The trustee will
then make distributions to survivors. As a result, any
claimant who was abused prior to December 7, 2015 will
be required to look to the trust established under the plan
for compensation.

The Diocese is seeking contributions from all parishes and
other Catholic entities in order to spread the burden across
the entire Diocese and not impose an undue burden on the
30 parishes named in the lawsuits and claims.

All parishes in the Diocese are making a contribution of
15% of their unrestricted reserves reported in the 2018
year-end report. Our parish will contribute
$102,655.49. This amount will come from funds we al-
ready have. Our reserves will be significantly reduced.
However, this will mean, under any confirmed plan the
Diocese will be released from all claims of clergy abuse
that occurred prior to December 7, 2015, whether current-
ly known or not. The claims against our parish will also be
settled and there can be no future lawsuits against either
the Diocese, parishes or other Catholic entities for any
claims that arose prior to December 7, 2015. We will not
have to defend or settle the claims that have been filed
against Blessed Sacrament, St. Leo’s or Assumption Catho-
lic School.

Additionally, all priests in the Diocese agreed to make a
personal contribution to assist the Diocese toward bank-
ruptcy settlement. So far the priests have over $50,000
raised. On behalf of my brother priests I apologize to all
who have been abused or hurt by priests, I will continue to
offer my prayers for healing and restoration. Thank you for
your understanding,.
