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lowa has one of the most permissive abortion laws in the
nation. In a decision a few years ago, the lowa Supreme
Court ruled that inherent in the lowa constitution is the right
to an abortion at any time. Any attempts at passing a law
to limit abortions, ie the heart beat bill which would not al-
low an abortion after there is a heart beat, would be imme-
diately struck down. The only way to change that is for a
constitutional amendment. To amend the constitution, both
the senate and house have to pass the bill in 2 consecutive
years. It is coming up in a house committee this week. If it
passes, then the people of lowa finally get their chance to
vote yes or no. It is very important to let your legislators
know of your full support in this highly emotional issue. If this
does not happen this year, it is unlikely to ever happen. This
does not even mean that lowa will outlaw abortion but the
legislature can put laws on the books to limit such things as
late term abortions. Planned Parenthood supporters have
been very aggressive in fighting this. We need to let our
legislators know we support them.
