Brothers and sisters in Christ, 

 

In the context we find ourselves, situated in the midst of the coronavirus outbreak which has placed a strain upon us all, there is 

not an aspect of out lives that this virus has not touched. There is much death which we are concerned about. Not just the physi-

cal potential deaths that this virus will bring about, but also a death of our former way of live. It is my fear that the social dis-

tancing and the possibility of a statewide lockdown will have unseen ramifications. We know of the economic ramifications of 

such measures, but I also fear that it will result in greater and more severe cases of anxiety and depression. We are by na-

ture a social people, meant to interact with others. Although we have the technological means to communicate with one anoth-

er, it is not equivalent to the physicality of being in the same space as someone else. We crave social interactions because we 

were created to be social people. We were created by God to communicate with him and to communicate with one another. 

When this is taken away from us, we can appreciate on a deeper level the essential nature of this desire; to know and be 

known by others.  

 

In this week’s Gospel (John 11:1-45) we see that Jesus is also a social person, someone who has friends whom he deeply 

loves. At the loss of his friend Lazarus he grieves with Lazarus’s sisters, Martha and Mary. Martha and Mary are bewildered 

at the death of their brother. ‘How could Jesus (who is their friend) have left them at such a critical moment in their life, and 

allowed their brother to die?’ This is also the question that we are tempted to ask in our circumstances. ‘Where is Jesus (who is 

our friend) in the midst of our loss?’ 

 

The answer can be found in Martha’s response of faith to Jesus; “I know he will rise, in the resurrection on the last day.” Mar-

tha did not know that Jesus would bring her brother back to life that very day, yet she professed her faith in God in the midst 

of her deep sorrow. We too are called to place our faith in Jesus during this time of loss. We do not know the good that can 

come of this death in our lives, yet we are called to place our trust in Jesus. So yes, be sorrowful during these times, but place 

your trust in Jesus, who is our friend, and expect the resurrection.
