The Wedding at Cana and Marriage Enrichment

Jesus performed his first miracle at a wedding in Cana.
This was not incidental. The Bible is bookended with mar-
riage imagery. The book of Genesis begins with the first
married couple, Adam and Eve (Genesis 2). The book of
Revelation ends with the wedding feast of the Lamb. Mar-
riage is very much at the center of God’s plan for humani-
ty, since God’s plan is one of life-giving love.

Every year at Christmas we are invited to consider the
wonder of God becoming man. This increases our appreci-
ation for God becoming man in Jesus Christ. In a similar
way, it is important for a married couple to step back from
time to time to soak in the amazing gift of marriage and the
gift of one’s spouse. In so doing a person grows in grati-
tude and love of one’s beloved. Furthermore, just as a car
needs a tune-up from time to time, so also a married couple
needs an occasional tune-up to tighten up loose spots. This
allows them to rejuvenate their marital friendship.

Below are two marriage preparation programs I have used
with engaged couples. They can also be used for marriage
enrichment. Both have great Catholic content and are free.
