FR. THOMAS’ COLUMN

This weekend we celebrate the Epiphany of the Lord. It
is amazing to think of the detail that God puts into His
plan. The wise men come from the East, they come
because of a star that they saw at its rising. They come
because it is not any ordinary star. But it is a star that is
pointing to the birth of a king, not any ordinary king, but
THE KING, Jesus Christ. They saw the star at its rising,
but they do know all the details as they have to stop in
Jerusalem to ask king Herod about where the new born
king of the Jews was. Herod had to ask the Jewish leaders
where the Scriptures prophesied that the king would be
born. They responded that the king was to be born in
Bethlehem. Herod tells the wise men this information
and says that they are to come back and tell him where to
find the new king when they have found him. As the
Gospel reminds us, the wise men on their way to
Bethlehem, see the same star that they had seen before
and behold it stops over the place where Jesus the King is.
The same star, the star that points to the king of the Jews
being born, is the same star that now rests over the place
where He lay. God thinks of every detail, because God is
in the details. God, the creator of the universe has His
plan.

Look at the gifts the wise men bring. Are they accidental?
I think not!! They are part of the plan. Each gift means
something, remember God is in the details! Gold
symbolizes that Jesus is King. It is evidence of His
kingship. Frankincense shows that Jesus is Divine, that
is, He is God. And finally the last gift is myrrh. Myrrh
was used at the time of death. It symbolizes that Jesus is
going to die. It is a preview to His coming death on the
cross. Scripture, which is the Word of the God, points
this out in Isaiah 53 (the suffering servant). God is truly
in the details, and this is just some of the bigger and easier
details to point out. There is a lot more in regards to the
Epiphany that could be pointed out.

This weekend we will bless each church with the
Epiphany blessing. It looks like this: 20 + C + M + B + 19.
At the beginning and the end is the year: 2019. The CMB
is for: Caspar, Melchior & Balthazar (these are the
traditional (notice the small t) names of the wise men.
