Spirit. Using our gifts helps us deepen our faith.�

Our goal is to hear the words �

“Well done, my good and faithful servant”.�

Treasure: Yes, we need to pay our bills. The �

greater question is ‘How do we support and carry 

out mission and ministry?’ �

Our history (or story) starts with the ‘road to�

 Emmaus’. During that walk, Jesus began our�

Eucharistic story. He broke bread with them. The 

Eucharist is our time to draw closer to God. AND He
