Our world is one of constant change. Area Catholic
Communities are an example of adapting and coping with
change. Parishes in an ACC collaborate to provide for
pastoral and spiritual needs. One example of pastoral
collaboration is seen in the bulletin as our priest holds
Mass for three parishes, one nursing home, one assisted
living as well as funerals or weddings. Active parishioners
keep the parish alive and vibrant by attending Mass and
giving of themselves through their gifts
Time, Talent or Treasure.

Faith Formation starts at Baptism. Parents accept their
duty to bring the child up in the practice of the faith. To
cope with lack of instructors; parentled faith formation is

being implemented for grades one through eight. The
model for instruction we are using began at the Church of

Saint Paul in Ham Lake Minnesota 30 years ago.
St. Henry’s in Perham implemented the program
in 2020. How does this work?

Parents are equipped for success with both materials and
time. Materials are designed to be down-to-earth, engaging
and fun. Time brings families back to the parish for
further training, review and additional materials.
Learning can be woven into family life. Learning
reinforces what is happening at Mass. Parents,
cradle Catholics, are finding their faith is strengthened
when they participate in Parent-led Faith Formation.
Grades ninth through twelve will continue preparation
for Confirmation at the parish setting.
