Since 1970, the Feast of the Epiphany has been 
celebrated on the Sunday after January 1st. The 

Council of Tours in 567 proclaimed the twelve days 
from Christmas to Epiphany as a sacred and festive 
season. Many festivals were preceded by a period 

of fasting, including the season of Advent. 
 

The Three Kings, also called Magi, were members 
of a Persian priestly caste. The Bible tells us they 

offered gifts of gold, frankincense and myrrh. 
Gold recognizes Jesus as King.  

We offer our obedience. 
Frankincense acknowledges Jesus priesthood.  
Just as incense rises at church, our praise and 

prayers rise to heaven. 
Myrrh as an embalming oil foretold Jesus death.  

As a symbol of death and the afterlife, we offer our 
body and soul even in our brokenness.  

We trust in Jesus. 
 

The words to “What Child is This?” were written  
in 1865 by William Dix and sung using the tune  
of an English Folk song called ‘Greensleeves’. 

While the lyrics allude to Jesus humility; the  
third verse can be compared to Holy Mass  

we celebrate, including the Christmas Mass.  
 

A lesser known song, “Child of the Poor” was  
published by Scott Soper in 1994. The two songs 

have been sung together by many artists and 
groups including Notre Dame’s Folk Group.

Many comment this song helps them find 
 hope while recognizing what we do for the
